Elliot Lake Residential Development Commission

As part of its ongoing waterfront development project, the City of Elliot Lake is
looking for five civic-minded individuals to serve on the Elliot Lake Residential
Development Commission.

The Commission’s object is to manage, as agent of the City of Elliot Lake, the
development, for residential purposes, of land acquired from the Province of Ontario.
Members appointed to the Commission shall be in office for the term of Council.

The Commission shall be composed of the following members, who shall also constitute
the board of directors of the Commission:

1. Two members of the council appointed by the council.

2. Five persons, appointed by the council, who live in the City of Elliot Lake and
who each represents a part of the community living in the City of Elliot Lake,

3. If there is a recognized environmental organization within the City of Elliot Lake,
the persons appointed to the Commission under item 2 shall include one person
who is a member of and represents that organization.

4. The members of the Commission are eligible for reappointment to the
Commission.

Non-council members of the Commission receive $50 per meeting, to a maximum of 4
meetings per month.

The City is looking for individuals who live in the City of Elliot Lake and have skills and
experience in finance; real estate development and/or sales; bidding and procurement
procedures; construction; marketing; or other related fields.
