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Independent Auditor's Report

Opinion

We have audited the accompanying financial statements of Elliot Lake Residential Development
Commission (the Commission), which comprise the statement of financial position as at December
31, 2019, and the statements of operations and cash flows for the year then ended, and rotes to
the financial statements, including a summary of significant accounting policies.

In our opinion, the financial statements present fairly, in all material respects, the financial
position of the Commission as at December 31, 2019, and the results of operations and its cash
flows for the year then ended in accordance with Canadian public sector accounting standards.

Basis for Opinion

We conducted our audit in accordance with Canadian generally accepted auditing standards. Our
responsibilities under those standards are further described in the Auditor’s Responsibilities for
the Audit of the Financial Statements section of our report. We are independent of the
Commission in accordance with the ethical requirements that are relevant to our audit of the
financial statements in Canada, and we have fulfilled our other ethical responsibilities in
accordance with these requirements.

In preparing the financial statements, management is responsible for assessing the Commission’s
ability to continue as a going concern, disclosing, as applicable, matters related to going concern
and using the going concern basis of accounting unless management either intends to liquidate
the Commission or to cease operations, or has no realistic alternative but to do so.

Those charged with governance are responsible for overseeing the Commission’s financial
reporting process.

The financial statements of the Elliot Lake Residential Development
Commission are the responsibility of management. The Board of the
Commission reviews and approves the financial statements.

The financial statements of the Elliot Lake Residential Development
Commission are prepared in accordance with Canadian public sector
accounting standards, as recommended by the Public Sector
Accounting Board.

The Elliot Lake Residential Development Commission was
established to manage the development for residential purposes of
land acquired from the Province of Ontario.

The proceeds of sale of certain land owned by City of Elliot Lake
are designated for use of the Commission. These proceeds reimburse
the City and the Commission for the expenses related to pre-
development and sale, with the remainder being retained for
economic development upon completion of the project.

The land acquired for sale is the responsibility of the City of Elliot
Lake. In addition, any costs incurred in the pre-development stage,
prior to the acquisition of the land, are the responsibility of the City.

Land sale proceeds are recorded at the time of sale, when title
passes. Revenue from grants is recognized as revenue when
received or receivable, except to extent that transfer stipulations give
rise to an obligation that meets the definition of a liability. Interest
revenue is recorded on an accrual basis.

The preparation of financial statements in accordance with Canadian
public sector accounting standards requires management to make
estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets
and liabilities at the date of the financial statements, and the reported
amounts of revenues and expenses during the reporting period.
Actual results could differ from management's best estimates as
additional information becomes available in the future.

Lot buybacks

Under the terms of the purchase and sale agreements for land sold by the Corporation of the
City of Elliot Lake, the City has the option to purchase the land sold, at 80% of the initial sale
price, should the purchaser not commence construction on the property within four years from
the date of the initial purchase and for water access only properties, within five years from the
date of the initial purchase. The City's management has estimated the potential repurchase
requirements and has reserved an amount to fund these repurchases in the books of the
Corporation of the City of Eiiiot Lake. As per the terms of the City of Elliot Lake Act, ownership
of the land resides with the City, and therefore there is no land asset recorded in the books of

the Commission.
