        PROVISIONS FOR REBATE OF PORTION OF PERMIT FEES  

W.A.O. PROPERTIES ONLY 
 

A rebate of $30.00 per inspection will be issued to a Permit Holder upon completion of the construction 
project, where transportation is provided to deliver the Building Inspector directly to and from the 
inspection site, effective as of May 12, 2008. 

 
The following criteria will apply to the rebate of a portion of permit fees paid by a permit holder where 
transportation is to be provided to facilitate a mandatory inspection required under Section 10.2 of the 
Building Code Act 1992, c. 23: 
 

• A valid permit must be in force, for which fees were paid in accordance with Schedule “A” to this 
By-Law. 

• The Permit Holder (owner) is the person who paid the fees. 

• The permit must be for a new dwelling or cottage unless otherwise determined by the inspector. 

• A maximum of seven (7) inspections will be so credited. 

• Where a boat is used, the craft shall be of a sufficient size to transport the number of people required 
to carry out the inspection function, plus the operator, 

• The craft shall be well maintained, sturdy and sea-worthy with a reliable and appropriately sized 
motor. 

• The craft shall be equipped with the minimum safety equipment required by legislation and a 
completed checklist must verify this in accordance with section 3 of the City of Elliot Lake Boating 
Procedure. 

• The operator shall have a valid certificate to operate the craft. 

• The weather must be suitable for the mode of travel provided. 

• Based on the inspectors, review of the craft, weather conditions and other salient factors present, the 
decision is at the sole discretion of the inspector to accept or reject the offer of transportation. 

• Prior to the processing of a rebate, the owner must submit a copy of all inspection reports where a 
specific notation is included in the report, indicating that transportation for the inspection was 
provided.
